Slide 1 - Introduction

Information gathered on the Trip Summary form can be utilized to monitor movement of key crew among the fleet and to simplify the debriefing process by providing an overview of data collected. 
Slide 2 - Objectives:  By the end of this module, you will be able to
· Describe how the Trip Summary form can be utilized and
· Demonstrate ability to complete the Trip Summary form
Slide 3 -
You should complete one Trip Summary form at the end of each trip. Some of the information can be filled in during the trip as well. The form is part of the Observer Logbook.
The primary components of the Trip Summary form are: general trip characteristics (where & when you boarded, crew, gear type and target species), summary of forms completed and post-trip data tracking fields. 
You will gather most of the information to complete the form and the captain should be able to assist you with the remaining information.  

Slide 4 – At the top of the Trip Summary form, enter the dates, times and locations for when you boarded, departed, returned and disembarked. Use the country codes in Appendix 5 and for most of you this will be Monrovia & the country code for Liberia is LBR.   

Record the time zone in which the vessel operated and you recorded data. This must be consistent throughout the trip. Record the number (+/-) of hours in Coordinated Universal Time (UTC). For most of you this will be zero.

Next record the name, address, nationality and years in the fishery for the captain, mate and fish master if there is one.  

Record the total number of crew on board (excluding the observer). 

Ideally, the crew list would be a full manifest of all crew member names, position on board and nationality. Circle Yes or No depending on whether or not you have a copy of this list. 

Slide 5 – Circle appropriate gear type as defined below and if otter trawl, fill in appropriate number. Most of you will record OTB-1 or 2 for bottom trawl vessels. If you are on a vessel that is using a different gear type, record most appropriate gear type based on the complete list in Appendix 6. 
Hit mouse

Ask the captain what the primary and secondary target species are and record 3-letter species codes from Appendix 7.  Also circle the most common packaging type used by the vessel.  
Slide 6 – Record the location of all fish sales as well as the buyer name if you are on board when fish are offloaded.

Check the boxes on the left for each product type retained and list the 3-letter species codes for each product type to the right. 

Slide 7 – On the 2nd page  in the debriefing section, place an ‘X’ next to each form type that you completed during this trip.  Also record the total number of hauls made and number that were sampled for catch composition. 
Hit mouse

Circle Yes or No if you had marine mammal, sea turtle or seabird mortality or sightings during this trip.  Record species codes and number encountered for all Yes responses

Slide 8 – Tell us a little about your accommodations – how many crew were assigned to your room?  Did you have adequate storage, food, water, etc.

If you have any advice for future observers regarding sampling on this vessel, record it in the next section

Slide 9 – The final section is for your debriefer to fill out and summarizes who debriefed the data, when it was submitted and any notes the debriefer has for you regarding your performance on this trip.

Trip Summary Form – Activity Handout
Complete the Trip Summaryform using the following information: 

You board the Liberian trawler Avatar 27 on April 7, 2011 at 11:25 a.m in Monrovia. The vessel departs April 8 at 3:30 p.m. 
The captain, Ben Smiley, is Liberian, has worked in this fishery since January, 2001  He lives in Robertsport. The mate, Rusty Nugent, has worked on trawlers for 3 years. He’s originally from Ghana and now lives in Buchanan.  
The vessel does not have a fish master. 
There are 14 crew on board and you have a copy of the full crew list.  The vessel is a bottom trawler and deploys gear from abeam. The primary targets are pink shrimp (Penaeus notialis) and deepwater rose shrimp (Parapenaeus longirostris). Secondary groups that were retained although not intentionally targeted includee a variety of the croakers (Sciaenidae), threadfins (Polynemidae) & seabreams (Sparidae). All fish were either boxed or bagged. 
You disembarked before the vessel offloaded any fish but you saw them retain the following: 

· Whole: Invertebrates: Penaeus notialis (Natania); Parapenaeus longirostris (Natania); Parapenaeopsis atlantica (Natania), Portunus spp. (Brachyura),  Sepia officinalis (Cephalopoda);  Fish: guitarfish (Rajiformes), Galeoides decadactylus (Percoidei), Pentanemus quinquarius (Percoidei), Dentex dentex & Dentex spp (Percoidei, Sparidae), 

· Tail off: stingray (Rajiformes),
· Head off & gutted: Pseudotolithus elongates PSE; Pseudotolithus typus  PTY (Percoidei, Sciaenidae), Lutjanus dentatus (Percoidei; Lutjanidae),
· Wings only: Raja spp (Rajiformes)
By the end of the trip you sampled 47 of 63 hauls and completed the observer logbook (including vessel information, trip summary, compliance checklist, safety checklist and photo log), gear description for shrimp trawl, total catch & effort, catch composition, and 27 species ID forms. You also saw one green turtle while steaming back to port. 

You shared a room with 5 others.  Storage was out on deck under a shelter.  As long as you kept your gear secured and covered, the location was adequate.  You were served 2 meals a day and had access to unlimited drinking water.  The toilet worked intermittently and you occasionally used a bucket on deck. The next observer should bring extra plastic bags or sheeting to protect sampling gear from the elements. 
The vessel returns to Monrovia on May 20 at 0800 and you disembark at 11a.m.
